In addition, any money that you do not spend goes to your younger brother or sister.  Be creative and let us get to work!

The project directions:
· Create a list of all purchases and total costs on a recording sheet;
· You can buy 15 items for your Dream room. 
· Stay within the $10,000 budget. 
· Create a PowerPoint. Each PowerPoint side must include: 

· A picture and name of the item

· The original price, discount percentage, discount price, the work for how to find the sales price and the sales price
· Title page

· Vocabulary Page with the following words defined: Sales Tax, Sales Price, Budget, Discount Price, Subtotal, and original price.

· Sales Tax Page which includes the subtotals of each item and the work for calculating the sales tax to find the final price.

· Budget Page includes the calculation to see if you were over or under your budget of $10,000.

· Create a detail map of your dream room with all parts neatly labeled and color.

· The Objective Page – Write a few sentences explaining what the goal of the Dream Room Project

·  Must show ALL WORK by hand on a separate sheet of paper of how you calculated the discount for each item and how you calculated the sales tax to find the final price.
